What is the role of CalWORKs/Welfare-to-Work in the MAC?

Humboldt County families who are participating in Welfare-to-Work are the focus of the CalWORKs/Welfare-to-Work and MAC programs.
To get into the MAC families are referred by:

· Employment Training Worker
· Eligibility Worker
· Other community organizations

Once moved in, families will work with a Welfare-to-Work Worker and a MAC Case Manager to help with their needs, housing, and employment goals.
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This specialized program at the MAC is a partnership between Redwood Community Action Agency’s Family Services Division & the Humboldt County Department of Health & Human Services – Social Services Branch CalWORKs/Welfare-to-Work Program.

Our Mission: The CalWORKs/Welfare-to-Work program is here for families who are temporarily in need of assistance.  We help provide families with the necessary tools to become self-sufficient.

The Social Services Branch partners with the community to provide quality health and human services that are strength-based and meet the needs of the people of Humboldt County.
Redwood Community Action Agency (RCAA) is a locally based, private non-profit organization that provides a wide range of services to low and moderate income residents of Humboldt County.  RCAA’s long-term goal is to develop programs through which people can become self-sufficient and empowered to improve their own lives.
